By incorporating the SP200 Series speaker, the entire
unit may be mounted to a standard 4" x 4" x 2-1/8" (101.6 x 101.6 x 53.975 mm)
backbox without an extension ring. An optional backbox skirt is also available for
surface-mount applications. With SpectrAlert®’s round shape, aligning the backbox
with the room’s walls is not necessary — SpectrAlert® always lines up.
